PLAYERS CODE OF CONDUCT  

 

As a player of Newquay AFC, you will be expected to abide by the following club rules: 

 

• Play because you enjoy football and want to improve, not just to please anyone else.  

• Respect other people and treat all players, including the opposition, equally, 

regardless of their colour, race, religion, sexual orientation or disability. 

• Play within the rules of the sport  

• Respect officials and their decisions, playing within the spirit of the game. (Without

• Appreciate the efforts being put in by others on your behalf and show them due 

consideration and respect.  

• Inform a member of the committee if there are any problems (medical or personal) that 

they should be aware of.  

• Pay any fees for matches, training or events promptly.

• Never publicly criticise referees – raise personal concerns with club officials in private.  

• Don’t use ugly remarks based on race, religion, gender or ability – you’ll let down your 

family and yourself if you do & many such comments are actually now illegal.  

• Pay any fees for matches, training or events promptly  

• Return all equipment/kit to Newquay AFC before leaving the club.
